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4. ENTRY FEE AND PAYMENT 

• 100€ (euros) per athlete (for foreigners) 

• Changes of weight category after deadline are allowed. The cost is 25€ for each weight 

change, on-site and always before the official weigh-in. 

• 1 coach will be allowed for every 5 participants. 

• Every additional coach above the maximum allowed number should pay 30€ (euros). 

• Coaches must be in possession of the WT international coach license Level I. 

• Payments will be made by teams / club, not individually. 

• No refunds will be made. 

• The entry fee will be paid in advance to the Organizing Committee. Cash payments will

within one (1) week after registration in Simply Compete and no later the deadline 

(April 7th). Organizing Committee has the right to delete from the system sport entries 

from teams that do not send proof of payment in order for other athletes to register 

and to prevent ‘ghost athletes’. 
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5. COMPETITION RULES: 

• The current WT competition regulations will be applied. 

• Kyorugi single elimination. 

• The EBP (electronic body protectors) of the DAEDO brand will be used. 

• Individual system, there will be 6 competition areas with electronic scoreboard system 

and Video Replay. 

 

WT RECOGNIZED TAEKWONDO PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT AND UNIFORM (DOBOK) 

• Athletes can only use WT recognized products while participating at the event. See a 

list of recognized products at: http://www.worldtaekwondo.org/wtpartners-

wt/recognize.html 

• The Organizing Committee will provide athletes with DAEDO (GEN 2) brand electronic 

body protector and head protector. 

• Competitors must use their own equipment for personal use and compatible with the 

selected system: shell, mouth guard, gloves, shin guards, forearm protectors and 

electronic foot sensors. 

• All competitors must wear WT approved equipment. 

 

 

WT GLOBAL LICENCE 

• An approved WT Global Licence (WT Global Athlete Licence OR WT Global Official 

Licence) is required by all athletes and officials who wish to register for this event. 

 

• WT Global Licence registrations & renewals can only be made through the WT 

recognized Member National Associations and application should be made at least 2 

months before the Tournament starts to ensure the WT licence can be processed and 

approved in time. 

 

• There will be NO WT Global Licence registration onsite.

selected International Referees per day of competition (April 16th, 17th and 18th).

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12. VERY IMPORTANT COVID-19 PROTOCOL: 
 

 

COVID-19 INFORMATION 
 

• All teams participating in this event must book their accommodation and 

transportation through the Organizing Committee. 

• Foreigners must travel with a negative PCR test made at origin 72 hours before arrival 

in Spain. 

• It will be mandatory for EVERYONE to do a rapid test on arrival before registration. 

• Only those with negative test results will be able to participate in the Championship 

and access the hotel, in addition to presenting the necessary documents and 

successfully registering for the event. 

• The event “bubble” must be respected and it will be applied to all the teams from the 

moment when the rapid Covid-19 test is made on the day of arrival until the day of 

departure. 
 

 

 

• During the fight, the SENIOR CATEGORY will be exempt from wearing a mask. 

However, the coach must always wear the mask. 

• During the fight, the CADET and JUNIOR CATEGORIES must compete with a mask. 

• If there is a need to replace gloves / protective mask, there will be special containers 

to throw them. 

• ALL COMPETITORS and COACHES must leave the competition area IMMEDIATELY 

after the fight and leave the venue. 

• The Organization will keep a register that includes the contacts of competitors and 

members of their environment, officials and professionals, which will facilitate the 

identification and monitoring of further contacts of potentially infected persons. 

 



 

 

  

 

 

 

(REGISTRATION AND TESTS    AT THE VENUE) 
 

 USE OF MASK MANDATORY AT ALL TIMES  

 

1) AT THE VENUE: 

 

1. TEST CONTROL COVID-19 

- Go to the MOBILE MEDICAL UNIT. 

- Show the PCR test made at origin with a negative result. The test must have 

been made within 72 hours before arrival in Spain. 

- Antigen test control with a negative result before registration. 

- We advise that those teams that need a PCR test to go back to their country 

could request it at that time at the "Mobile Medical Unit". 

 

2. CREDENTIALS REGISTRATION: 

- Access to registration for documents control and credentials. Only one person 

in charge per team. 

 

3. WEIGH-IN: 

- Weigh-in will take place one day prior to the day of competition. 

 

2) TRANSFER TO HOTEL 

 

4. Hotel check-in will be done by one representative of the team. The team must 

always stay in their bubble group, keeping their distance from the rest of the 

teams and always wearing the mask. 

 



 

 

 

 

VERY IMPORTANT 

• Once the antigen test is made in the venue, the teams must have responsibility to move 

within the established itinerary and must not move outside these guidelines: 

 

 

 
 

DURING THE WHOLE STAY AND COMPETITION 

• Due to COVID-19 restrictions and for general safety, all participants must remain inside 

their hotel rooms, except for training, competition and meals. 

• Before access the hotel and the venue they must always check the body temperature 

control. 

• The use of the mask is mandatory in absolutely all spaces and must be used in a correct 

way, covering both the mouth and the nose. 

• All those attending the event must obey the measures and recommendations to prevent 

the transmission of coronavirus infection. 

• According to the current regulations of the Comunidad Valenciana as of today, the 

championship will be held behind closed doors with no public.

14. SANCTIONS 

The Executive Committee of the W.T. and the General Assembly of the RFET agreed that, in 

accordance with the international regulations of arbitration, the gestures, applause and 

ostensible gestures of the coach during the fight will be sanctioned, sanctions can be a reason 

of disqualification of the competitor and the coach. 

The aforementioned acts incite violence and disorders of both the public and the participants, 

which goes against the Royal Decree on violence in sport and the Sports Discipline Regulations, 

in addition to the deplorable and so damaging spectacle for Taekwondo of those who break 

these rules.
