The Directorate General of Immigration and Emigration informs the public thal the existing Visa Regime of 21 June 2019 is hereby updated
as follows:

1. Citizens of countries members to the following international organisations; The African Union, The Commonwealth and
La Francophonie - Albania, Algeria, Andorra, Antigua and Barbuda, Armenia, Australia, Bangladesh, Barbados, Belize, Belgium,
Bolswana, Brunel Darussalam, Bulgaria, Burkina Faso, Cambodia, Cameroon, Comoros, Canada, Cape Verde, Congo, Cyprus, Dominica,
Djibouti, Egypt, Eritrea, Eswatini, Ethiopia, Equatorial Guinea, Fiji, France, Gabon, Grenada, Greece, Guinea-Bissau, Guyana, India,
Jamaica, Laos, Lebanon, Lesotho, Liberia, Libya, Luxembourg, Kiribati, Madagascar, Malawi, Malaysia, Maldives, Mali, Malta, Mauritania,
Moldova, Monaco, Morocco, Mozambique, Namibia, Nauru, New Zealand, Niger, Nigeria, North Macedonia, Pakistan, Papua New Guinesa,
Romania, Saharawi Arab Republic, Saint Lucia, Saint Vincenl and The Grenadines, Samoa, Solomon Istands, Somalia, South Africa, Sri
Lanka, Sudan, Switzerland, The Bahamas, The Gambla, Togo, Tonga, Trinidad and Tobago, Tunisia, Tuvalu, United Kingdom, Vanuatu,
Vietnam, Zambla, and Zimbabwe — get visa upon arrival and are waived visa fees for a stay of 30 days.

2. Citizens of countries that do not pay entry visa fees while travelling on Ordinary, Service and Diplomatic Passports A
citizen of East African Community Member States (Burundi, Kenya, Uganda, United Republic of Tanzania and South Sudan) shall be
issued a pass/entry visa to stay for the period of six months.

3. Citizens of countries that do not pay entry visa fees while travelling on Ordinary Passports - The following countries to be
granted 90 days valid visa free of charge: Angola, Benin, Central African Republic, Chad, Cote d'lvoire, Democratic Republic of Congo,
Ghana, Guinea, Indonesia, Haifi, Mauritius, Philippines, Sao Tome and Principe, Senegal, Seychelles, Singapore, Sierra Leons, Stale of
Qatar and The Federation of Saint Christopher and Nevis.

4. Citizens of countries that do not pay entry visa fees while travelling on diplomatic and servicelofficial passports - The
following countries have entered into Visa Walver Agreement or made unilateral decision to allow holders of Diplomatic and Service/Official
Passports to enter without visa requirements — including to pay for visa fees: Angola, Benin, Cote d'Ivoire, Cenlral African Republic, Chad,
Democratic Republic of Congo, Djibouti, Ethiopia, Gabon, Ghana, Guinea, Indonesia, India, Israel, Haiti, Mauritius, Morocco, Mozambique,
Namibia, People's Republic of China (including Public Affairs passport), Philippines, Sao Tome and Principe, Senegal, Seychelles,
Singapore, South Africa, The Federation of Saint Christopher and Nevis, Turkey and United Arab Emirates. The visa will be valid for 80
days.

5. 30 days visa upon arrival - Citizens of all counlries not mentioned above to continue getting visa upon arrival without prior
application and pay a prescribed visa fee,

6. Rwandans living abroad with dual nationality allowed to use national IDs on entry — Rwandans living abroad are waived
with the visa fees while traveling on foreign passports in possession of a Rwandan Identity Card.

7. Foreign residents to use their resident ID cards for entry - retuming residents holding valid residence permils with
corresponding resident cards will continue fo be allowed to use them on entry, including using electronic gates (Automated Passenger
Clearance System) at Kigali international Airport.

8. Children below the age of 16 years old travelling with their parents — Children below the age of 16 years traveling on foreign
passport with their parents traveling on foreign passport in possession of a Rwandan Identity Card will not be required to pay for entry visa.

This Rwanda New Visa Regime takes immediate effect.

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5. QUALIFICATION

All athletes and coaches must hold a valid 2022 WT athlete and Global license to be able to participate in
the 2022 African Kyorugi Championships. Participants must be member of a National Taekwondo
Federation, affiliated to the WT! and athletes must be aged 17 year or older? (year of Birth: 2005 and
older).

Participants must be holder of Kukkiwon Poom or Dan certificate (a copy of the Dan certificate should be
uploaded to GMS prior registration for event). In case a contestant has applied for a Kukkiwon Dan
certificate but has not received it yet, a copy of the Dan application form and the remittance certificate
sent to the Kukkiwon must be enclosed when registering for accreditation. Please refer to the Kukkiwon
Website (www.kukkiwon.or.kr) for more information.

Starting from January Ist 2021 WT [Level I]] Coach certificate is mandatory for officiating at WT the African
Kyorugi Championships. If you don't hold Level Il coach certificate, please register and participate at any
upcoming level Il coach Courses. Coaches without Level Il certificate will not be allowed to coach.

The African Kyorugi Championships is a G4 event.

The WT Technical Delegate has the authority to adjust the contest time & seeding rate as he sees fit.

List” of the World Anti-Doping Agency (WADA) for therapeutic purposes are requested to visit WT
website (http://www.worldtaeckwondo.org/medical-anti-doping/anti-doping/therapeutic-use-exemptions-
tues/) and send their TUE applications to antidoping@worldtaekwondo.org by no later than January 15,

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PS: All participating athletes, coaches, team officials, technical officials and participants at AFTU events
shall have mandatorily an international medical insurance that covers medical care (COVID included) and
in case of emergency, repatriation to the country of origin, valid on the days present in the host country
of the event. AFTU nor the Organizing Committee shall be responsible to cover any medical costs incurred
for medical treatment before, on or during the competition or repatriation in the broadest sense of the
word. All relevant documents proving that such an insurance is present, including insurance policy papers,
should be taken to the event in case a medical situation occurs. Each MNA/Club, Team doctor or team
medical staff must ensure their athletes and team officials have valid international health insurance that
covers medical and emergency care at the designated hospitals in KIGALY before arrival to the venue. The
Organizing Committee will acquire general Public Liability event insurance.
