❖ Holder of Kukkiwon Dan certificate2; 

❖ Age: 

- Junior: 15 up to 17 years old (2008, 2009 & 2010) 

- Senior: 17 year or older3 (2008 and before) 

 

10. COACH ELIGIBILITY 

 

❖ Minimum age of 18 years; 

❖ Holder of a valid 2025 WT Global Official License; 

❖ WT Coach Certificate Level I or above is required. Only certified coach 1 or above will 

receive their accreditation card.  

All coaches are required to wear formal suit such as tie, jacket, dress shirt (long or short), and trouser 

from semi-final matches. If any coach refuses to wear abovementioned attire, he or she won’t be allowing 

to coach.  

11. COMPETITION RULES & METHOD  

WT Competition Rules & Interpretation, In Force as September 30, 2024 shall be applied. 

11.1. METHOD OF COMPETITION 

❖ Single Elimination system; 

❖ Video Replay (1 quota per match); 

❖ Contest time: best of 3 system (2 minutes x 3 rounds with 1 minute break); 

❖ Seeding: for every weight category, regardless of contestant’s number, 100% of the athletes will 

be seeded based on the latest WT Ranking; 

❖ Win by point gap shall not be applied in semi- finals & finals.

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11.2. WEIGHT CATEGORIES 

 

❖ Senior Female: -F46, -F49, -F53, -F57, -F62, -F67, -F73, +F73; 

❖ Senior Male: -M54, -M58, -M63, -M68, -M74, -M80, -M87, +M87; 

❖ Junior Youth Olympic Female: -F44, -F49, -F55, -F63, +F63; 

❖ Junior Youth Olympic Male: -M48, -M55, -M63, -M73, +M73. 

 

11.3. WEIGH-IN & RANDOM WEIGH-IN 

 

❖ General weigh-in of the contestants shall take place on the day before their respective weight 

category (see schedule); 

❖ During the weigh-in, male contestants shall wear underpants and female contestants shall 

wear underpants and brassieres. However, contestants may weigh-in in nude if they want; 

❖ Random weigh-in selection shall apply with 5% allowance. 

 

11.4. EQUIPMENT 

 

❖ KPNP PSS will be used for the competition;  

❖ Groin/forearm/shin guards and gloves, mouth piece, PSS sensing socks, are compulsory and must 

be brought by the contestant for their personal use; 

❖ Contestant are required to wear new WT recognized Competition uniforms and WT 

recognized protective equipment.  

❖ Any contestant who wears unofficial competition uniform or protective equipment will not be 

permitted to compete.  

 

11.5. MEDICAL & DOPING CONTROL 

 

❖ The WT Anti-Doping Rules, and where necessary the Code of the World Anti-Doping Agency, 

shall apply throughout the competitions.

11.7. PAYMENT OF ENTRY FEES 

The LOC shall collect the entry fees from the participating national teams. The national team shall pay the 

entry fee to the LOC at the time of registration at the accreditation center(s) prior to the start of the 

competition. Athletes shall not be allowed to compete without successful payment of entry fee. 

No refunding registration fees after the deadline. All fees must be paid in DOLLAR and please ensure you 

pay any additional currency charges.   

If the athlete registered on-line does not take part in the competition, but he/she has not been removed 

from the list of participants before the deadline his/her team or official must fully (100%) pay his/her Entry 

fee for participation. 

ENTRY FEES:  

❖ $ 100 USD per athlete. 

❖ Entry fee period will begin on May 20th 2025, and will end on June 15th 2025.
